Information for Parents of Attending Webelos

Troop 357 invites you to our annual, Maple Hill Lodge outing at Umstead Park.  Although your attendance is not required for your son to attend, we sincerely hope you can make it.  Moms and Dads are invited to join us during the day.  Dads are invited to spend the night.  Please let your Webelos leader or the Troop’s Webelos “coordinator” know your plans by Wednesday before the trip.  A meal assessment is also due that Wednesday night.
The Lodge: Maple Hill Lodge is a single-room, unfurnished, timber structure with a massive fireplace.  Webelos and their fathers will sleep on the Lodge’s floor.  The floor is hard, so bring a pad or air mattress.  We’ll use the fireplace if it’s cold.
Directions: Enter Umstead Park’s main entrance, off US 70, and follow the main road past the visitor center.  Take the first, paved left after passing the center.  Then follow directional signs to the Lodge.  Driving time from Highland UMC is about 25 minutes.

When: The Troop will leave early Saturday morning to set up one or more activities.  Webelos need to make their own travel arrangements to arrive later.  Please show up at the Lodge about 10:00am.  You may wish to organize carpools to minimize vehicles, as parking space is very limited at the Lodge.
Webelos may leave on Sunday morning, after breakfast cleanup.  However, you are welcome to stay with us until we leave, usually between 12:30 and 1:30pm.
Meals: Everyone needs to bring a bag lunch and drink for Saturday.  The Troop will provide beef stroganoff Saturday evening and “eggs McMuffin” Sunday morning.  Several cooking groups will be formed for these meals.  Webelos will be divided among the groups, and will be given cooking and cleanup duties.  Parents can expect to be pampered.  Camp coffee will be plentiful, so bring a cup.
Activities: The Troop historically works on map and compass skills on this trip, so bring a compass if you have one.  Hiking boots are desirable, but not necessary if the ground is dry.
